To see them achieve the results they
need to go on to fulfil their potential is wonderful for them and so rewarding for us. Whilst we will miss them, we
look forward to welcoming many of them back to The Hinckley Sixth Form next week and hearing about all of their
achievements in the future."

Rachel celebrated achieving an impressive 10 GCSEs at grades 9, putting her alongside with the top achievers in
the country. Now planning to study Maths, Further Maths, Chemistry and Biology at college, before looking to en-
ter a career in computer science and Al or neuroscience, Rachel is leaving with ‘many good memories’ and shared
how happy she was that she chose The Hinckley School five years ago. Alongside her academic successes, Rachel
also capitalised on the wide variety of extracurricular opportunities available by, in her words, ‘playing in every
sports team available!’
