YEAR 9 ART COMPETITION

This academic year, The Hinckley School will be entering and competing in the Art Bytes
competition; Raising aspirations for better futures by championing the creativity of the
nation’s next generation, using art and virtual technology. Art Bytes is a

national EdTech programme that utilises a bespoke, immersive, virtual gal-

lery incorporating augmented reality elements, to give young participants the opportunity
to see their art exhibited online and engage with new technology from the safety and convenience of their own home or school.

Miss Webster is looking for submissions of artwork from 30 of our fantastical-
ly creative and innovative students to enter into the national competition. The deadline is February half-term 2024.

When submitting work, key things to note:

Artwork created by Year 9 students in this academic year, whether at home or in school, is eligible.
One entry per student.

No set theme, allowing students to express themselves as they wish through their artwork
Artwork in any fine art medium or technique is acceptable, rather than textiles/design.

2D or 3D artwork (please note all 3D work entries will be exhibited as a photograph).

Artworks created at home should be made without parents or guardians help.

We will of course keep you up to date with entries submitted (with photographs of artwork in our newsletter) and will provide
information regarding the vote once the submission window is closed.
